AGA NATIONAL DUESINCREASE

The National Board of Directors (NBD) has
supported the National Executive Committee’s
recommendations and approved a new dues
structure, the following changesto AGA’s
membership categories and a dues increase will
be incorporated into the 2003-04 renewal
packages and will take effect April 1, 2003:

- Full members will be categorized into either
Full Government or Private Sector members,
Dues increase to $90 and $150 respectively;

- Early Career member dues increase to $45;

- Student member dues increase to $30;

- Retired member dues increase to $30;

- Group member dues increase to $70 (thisisin
addition to the organization fee).

Ninety of the 124 voting members of the NBD, or
73 percent, participated in the decision making
process and cast their ballot, | know this was not
