AGA's New Orleans Chapter Grateful for Assistance After 
Hurricane Katrina 
AGA’s New Orleans Chapter has sent its heartfelt thanks to the National Office and all 
the AGA chapters and members who helped those suffering losses during last year’s 
devastating hurricane season. 
  
When Hurricane Katrina rampaged through New Orleans on Aug. 29 of last year, 

neighborhoods were drowned, homes were destroyed and families were scattered throughout the country. 
Eighty percent of New Orleans was heavily flooded, and many areas still look like ghost towns. 
  
AGA’s National Executive Committee launched a fund-raising campaign to help Gulf Coast members 
harmed in that disaster and during Hurricane Rita a few weeks later. Members responded, and contributions 
totaled $10,000 for the New Orleans Chapter and $5,000 each for AGA’s Montgomery and Jackson 
Chapters.
